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THE SANBORN MAP 

This building is of fireproof construction as indicated by the brown color. It ~\'as 
built in 1932 o( non-combustible materials as indicated by the construction nOle in the 
lower margin oj the page. The frame work is steel directly protected by concrete plaster. 
Floors and rool are of concrete construction. The curtain walls are 12" masonr,. all 
floors. The masonry consists of 8" tile blocks faced with 4" standard bricks. All in;erior 
parti tions thro\lghou 1 are 0 f 4" til c. 

The roofs of both sections of this bu;lding are covered with composi tion rooling as 
indica ted by the small black dots in the southeast and northeast corners. 

There are two tile enclosed elevator shafts indicated by the 10' x 10' squares in the 
center of the building inside of which are the letters T. E. Directly adjoining the ele­
vatorS is a lile enclosed Sl.2.ir tower indicated as Stairs. 

There are windows in all stories from the 3rd to the loth floor inclusive in the east 
side of the main section of the building. The existence of windows is indicated by the 
window symbol with the number of floors indicated thereby. In the rear of both sections 
of the building there are windows in each slory as indicated by the symbols. 

Extending from the 1st story on the fronl of the building is a. 10' x 40' iron awning 
indicated by the grey color and broken line. The roof of this awning is metal as indi­
cated by the open circle. 

Fire Protection: In the center of the building is a \'ertical pipe which eXlends from 
the basement to the rool. This is indicated by a small circle \lith the letters V. P. On 
eacn floor, there is 3. hose connection to this vertical pipe on which a.re 3.tl.2.ched 100' of 
-:}'2" fire hose, as indicated by the note. 

All of the e,,:posed ~indo\'\"s on the east and north sirles of the building contain stand­
ard .... ire glass in metal frames, "'ho.....n by a line al right angles to and oUlside of the t\'indow 
symbol. 

The exterior .waDs on the north and east sides of the building extend ')' above the 
roof li ne forming fire walls (parapets). This fact is indicated by an el:tensiOn of t he wall 
line inlo the street with cross lines, each one of v,'hich represents 6" above the roof line. 

Miscellaneous Information: This building is completely equipped for air condition­
ing as indicated by the note (Air Cond.). There are duets throughout .....hich convey air 
from one floor to another. The fan machinery connected with this system is located in 
a separate house on the roof as indicated by a note in the building. 

Letters A, B, and C in the front of the building on Main 51. are arbitrary identifica­
tions supplied by the Sanborn Map Company for the three stores on the first floor. These 
identifications were necessary in the absence of official numbers actually posted on the 
building.

Occupancy: Public garage as indicated by the designation in the center of the build­
ing. Private garages are indicated as such. The owner's name is omitted as the building 
is not of sufficient importance and the risk is more commonly known by the st reet num­
ber. The majority of the building is utilized for auto storage .,.,qth a capa.city o( 05 cars, 
as indica.ted by the note. Repairing is done in the rear of the second floor. as indic'l.led 
by the nOle Auto Rep. md. 
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
